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TOURNAMENT NEWS 
 

The Schubach 2-Man Better Ball Tournament on March 20th is one of our featured tournaments of the year. It is 
a 12:30 shotgun start followed by a dinner and raff le (over $1500 worth of prizes). The winning teams in each flight 
win a trip to the resort town of Mesquite, Nevada aboard a private jet provided by Schubach Aviation. You will fly 
out of Palomar Airport on Friday (4/8) afternoon, spend the night at the Oasis Hotel, play golf the next morning, 
and fly home Saturday (4/9) afternoon. You will also be provided with meal money. You are on your own when it 
comes to gambling in the Casinos. This is the fourth year that Henry Schubach has sponsored this tournament and 
provided the flight to Mesquite. Click on the Schubach Aviation link on our Website (ermgc.org) to get a feel 
for what it is li ke to r ide in a pr ivate jet. The previous winners have all come back talking about the good time 
they had. We can accommodate 128 golfers for this tournament and usually have a full field so mail i n your entry 
forms right away. The cut off date for entering is March 10th. You can enter as an individual and we will pair you 
up with a golfer who has a similar handicap. 
 
The entry form for the Best 3 Balls of the Foursome Tournament is also in this Newsletter. The two tournaments 
in March will be a good time to get your teams together. You can enter as partial team or as an individual and we 
will make up the teams. This is a great chance to meet other members of the Club if you are a new member. 
 
Slow play is something we are concerned with in our tournaments. For most of us a five hour round of golf is not 
fun. We try to monitor slow play. We penalize for slow play. Despite all of our efforts we never seem to get 
through to the slow golfers. I have come to the realization that slow golfers do not care or have any idea what they 
are causing for the groups behind them. The slow golfers never have to wait five minutes to hit their shots because 
the group in front of them is always out of their way. It is too bad we do not have time to stand on the greens for 
five minute when slow golfers are ready to hit their approach shots so they would get the point of what it is li ke for 
the foursomes behind them. 
 
If each golfer could speed up play by 30 seconds on each hole that would speed up the foursome by 2 minutes per 
hole. That equates to 36 minutes per round. Here are some tips on how to save that 30 seconds or more: 

·  Play ready golf from the fairway and the tee. If you are not ready to hit when it is your turn tell someone 
else to hit. 

·  Get your club selection and practice swings out of the way while you are waiting for your turn. 
·  If there is any doubt about whether your ball i s lost or out of bounds hit a provisional and do not spend an 

inordinate amount of time looking for it.  
·  If you are riding in a cart and your ball i s across the fairway from each other either park the cart half way 

between or drop off the golfer who is nearest the cart path and proceed to the other ball . Do not sit in your 
cart and wait for one person to hit and then drive to the other ball and go through your club selection and 
pre-shot routine. 

·  When approaching the greens leave your cart or bag behind the green so you can exit as soon as possible 
when finished putting. 

·  Line up your putts as soon as you get to the green. Do not wait until it i s your turn to putt and then start 
thinking about the line. Putt out short putts whenever possible. 

·  Get to your carts and golf bags and exit the area of the green immediately. Do not do your scoring  before 
leaving. You can enter the scores when you get to the next tee and other golfers are hitting. 

 
If you do fall behind for some reason it is your responsibilit y to speed up even more and try to make up the lost 
time. Tournaments should be fun for everybody and we will continue to make every effort to eliminate slow play.
